Zoning Report :  Rob Gearhart

Violations: Belkofer good neighbor letter sent Feb 5th. The resident came in Feb 12th and said he was working on cleaning up. I am preparing to reinspect to see if progress has been made. If anyone would like to tag along let me know. A handwritten unsigned note was mailed to the office asking to investigate 8410 Cedar Point rd . This went thru the court system and the resident was fined. I will look back into this matter and follow up with the court.

Legal:	Currently, there are no legal cases in the Oregon court nor are there any pending.
 		

Bait Shop: The final paperwork was signed by Joel and sent to Lucas County plan commission on 2/24/2025. According to Molly Maguire the zone changes officially happened on 1/14/25 which is 30 days after trustee’s vote. This didn’t officially happen because some paperwork was sent to us in duplicate for signature. After many phone calls and work this whole case is officially closed!!


Discussion: Troy asked what happened to decency with people wanting to put shipping containers in the yard because they are blight. Jim explained it was a citizen-initiated text amendment that the trustees have ultimate authority to approve or disallow. Dave Bench asked if shipping containers are allowed will mobile homes be allowed? Jim explained we are waiting for Jeff Stopar to give guidance on the regulations we put on them. Dave also asked what are we going to do if the container is modified. Jim Boothby said we were not inclined to allow for habitation.
