Zoning Report: Rob Gearhart

Permits: 965 Curtice, Pool permit.1164 N Curtice, Ac Building (pole barn).8444 Arquette Ac building (pole barn).9700 Corduroy (fence).9600 Corduroy Pergola (sun enclosure).12665 Lagoon (Steps) county required. 11664 Van Dyke a/c building (pole Barn)


Violations: 8410 Cedar Point, letter sent currently in the process of getting more pictures and reopening the case. 10244 Corduroy (Belkofer) letter was sent to comply on 5/1/25. The letter had a deadline of June 30th so far not much has been done and I have not received contact with the resident. Received two complaints. 650 N Curtice rd excess vehicles, noise day and night, running a commercial business. 12268 Lafontaine, 5 blighted vehicles and various junk. 

Legal:	Currently, there are no legal cases in the Oregon court.
 		
Cell tower. I talked to an attorney who inquired about our permit system. I told him ORC didn’t give us the authority to regulate as that is done by the FCC and other state and federal regulators but since we have a section in our zoning code, I would want a commercial permit. I forwarded his email to the trustees letting them know that our code only allows for a 75-foot tower and his will be 200 feet but our code is most likely not enforceable. They discussed it at the May 27th meeting and agreed with my assessment. 

Zoning Board Old Business: Text amendment public hearing concerning shipping containers. The board of Trustees are in negotiations with Jacob Barns for zoning inspector.

Zoning Board New Business: Cancel July 2nd meeting for holiday? The meeting was cancelled by unanimous decision. Jim Boothby said there was a complaint about 10961 Standart concerning junk all over the property and various junk vehicles. Sandy Nissen asked if it was a signed complaint? and asked, “do they need to sign and are you (Jim) making the complaint? Jim Boothby Replied it was a signed complaint, and he is making the complaint. He stated that if someone wants to make a complaint and stay anonymous, I Will sign my name to the complaint.
Open Discussion with the Public: Scott Henegar asked if we are enforcing zoning violations since we voted last summer to wait for the new zoning inspector to be hired? Jim Boothby replied we are just not enforcing shipping containers since we are waiting for the text amendment process to play out. Rob Gearhart replied that was voted on the last time we were looking for an inspector, but it hasn’t been decided this time around. Jim Boothby asked if we were enforcing tall grass violations since the township has stated it will be reducing its cutting because of the levy failure? Scott Henegar said we didn’t do it before when the state couldn’t cut it so why should we do it now? Jim replied they had some mower issues that kept them behind, but it was eventually mowed. Rob Gearhart replied that it’s hypocritical for us to issue fines when the Township doesnt mow but not for the state because they are not responsible for issuing fines like we are for tall grass.
