C. Smoke: Lake Erie agrees to use only clean dry wood in the wood boiler, this will help with the excessive smoke that blows into residential areas.

D. Traffic: Install concrete barriers on the driveway on North Curtice with do not enter signs. This was zoned a residential drive and not a commercial driveway. Also, it was agreed to park all the vehicles on the west side of the building. The owner stated these vehicles are being worked on and should not be permanent.
Lastly, we agreed to meet in the 1st week of October to monitor progress.
