Public comments: Jennifer Shepherd wanted to know if there was a list of grandfathered shipping containers? Jim Boothby replied there was none. 
Bill Tank said he is in favor of them.

Zerrol Fry I think shipping containers are an excellent source of storage and they don’t look bad and he is in favor of them.
Dennis Rosinski Said he owns 3 boxes, and they are great for storage and being this is a farming community they are great for secure storage, but we need rules to regulate them. 

Jim Boothby said there would be guidelines and currently there are rules and building codes that are quite extensive through the Ohio board of building standards.

Bill Tank asked, “would there be a size requirement? Jim Boothby replied anything over 200 sq ft would need a permit.

Issac St Marie said he was told in April of 24 they were prohibited (which they are) but he said they were all over the county being reused and repurposed for places like restaurants and bars. Jim Boothby replied we are currently only looking at them for storage

Holly Szuch I have two on my property that are used for storage, commercial rules (to repurpose) are way more intense and strict that we as a township would want to deal with. It should be allowed in the township but with rules and regulations in place if it passes. It’s time to allow the residents to have them but with regs.
Brenda? Asked, are we restricting the use for building and reuse or just for storage? Jim Boothby replied just for storage at this time.

Sandy Nissen asked, Is the township only allowing it to be used for storage? Jeff Stopar replied that it will be determined by the township after the Lucas County planning commission recommendation.

Scott Henegar The State allows for building code now, we should address it now through this text amendment because we are going to have to address it sometime.
Zerrol Fry I would hate to see too many regulations and stipulations. Jim Boothby replied anyone can appeal to the BZA
