Old Business Cont.:
At the last Zoning Board of Commissioners meeting- we inquired about a property at 11940 Reubens, residents would like a sheep or 2 to keep as a pet. They live on 1.9 acres- and would like to know if there would be consideration for a conditional use permit application. ZBC stated they would drive by and look at surrounding properties at the last meeting. Need guidance on whether to proceed with Special Use for BZA. Discussion: Tim Titgemeyer feels this wouldn’t fall under a special use permit. Jim Boothby stated, because they are more than 1 acre short as stated in the provisions under zoning resolution 201.02 therefore they should apply to the BZA.
Scott Henegar said most of the neighboring properties are not residents and are vacant parcels so it would not affect property values. 


After the meeting, Tim requested an updated zoning map. I contacted Molly Maguire for township data and forwarded it to the GIS map developer, Jason Clay. After two weeks, they were able to update the last 70 years of zoning changes in the township, and a new map was created. The township is receiving 2 large posters for free because they were able to train a new analyst on AREIS with the data we provided them. Alex offered to pick up the new maps.




New Business:

7640 Jerusalem Rd. would like to be considered for a special use permit for storage containers. He would like to use it as part of his business plan behind Maumee Bay Storage.

Pending BZA  for Sept. 11, 2024, at 6pm, Waiver for frontage requested for 9636 Jerusalem Rd. (Bait Shop). Public Notice was sent out to the newspaper and Notices mailed to neighboring residents- Applicant needs waiver because he is short 5 feet of frontage which is prevented due to a preexisting building being too close to the lot line. Survey to rezone parcel from C2 to R1 requires a 1-acre redo. The current frontage for the parcel is 70.74’ and anything R1 must have min 75 feet of frontage. If the appeal for modification/waiver is approved, applicant must then apply for 2 zoning changes through the township. Pending the Lucas County Department of Health and County Engineers requirements for approval, the applicant will then need to file for 2 lot/splits through Lucas County . Need the Zoning Board of Commissioners to vote on support or deny the recommendations set forth by the Lucas County Planning Commissions.
