Zone Inspectors report: Interim Zone Inspector Rob Gearhart

He could not burn it because of the burn ban in Oct and November but is leaving for Florida and has promised to burn when he returns. The following were resolved: 12042 Corduroy,12633 Lagoon,12619 Lagoon, 12727 Lafountain.

Legal: Notices were sent out to the following properties: 11223 bunting shipping container,433 clubhouse 3 boats on vacant lot.
 
Junk Vehicles: 10244 Corduroy (Belkofer) blight, junk vehicles.

Old Business: 	 The bait shop at 9636 Jerusalem had a public hearing with the Lucas County planning commission on November 20th, 2024. The next step is a public hearing with the Township zoning commission that is scheduled for Wed Dec 11th, 2024, Public notice was given and letters sent to surrounding property owners.  

Discussion was had on shipping containers. Jim Boothby said many communities allow use as an accessory building. He also said if we write into code we should come up with a list of regulations. Scott Henagar said we should use the same setbacks as accessory buildings. Tim Titgemeyer said we should come up with a list of ideas for the next meeting. Rob Gearhart said if we change the code, we have to go through the text amendment process as shipping containers are currently prohibited. It was agreed to do more research and discuss it at the next meeting

We checked into The Wetlands permit for 9491 Corduroy, currently they have all the proper permits and we really have no jurisdiction in this matter. Inquiries can be sent to the Ohio Department of Natural Resources or the Lucas County engineers for drainage issues.
